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El6sz6

T 6bb mint ezer esztendeje annak, hogy az 6kori Sopianae alapjaibol egy Gj varos kezdett kibonta-
kozni: Pécs, a kozépkori magyar allam egyik legfontosabb teleptilése. Emberi 1éptékkel mérve
hatalmas tavolsag van az akkori élet és a mai vilag kozott. Mégis kivancsi szemmel kutatjuk e régi ko-
rok torténetét, hisz az ember természeténél fogva vagyik arra, hogy megtudja, honnan jott és hova tart.

Korszakokon at keresi azokat a nyomokat, amelyek megmutatjak, ki is 6 valéjadban. A torténész
a felfedezés 6romével bukkan egy-egy adatra, régi targyra, s egyre megfoghatébb, személyesebb
kép tarul fel el6tte az elmualt id6krol, eredetérél. Mindekozben az alapos munka eredményeként a
kutat6 érdeklédés egyre szildrdabb megismeréssé vélik, s a ,Miért éppen itt? Miért akkor? Milyen
okbol1?” kérdések, ha nem is teljes, de egyre pontosabb valaszra taldlnak.

E mélyrehat6 szakmai tevékenység eredményeként sziiletett meg a Pécs torténetét feldolgozo
monografidk masodik kotete, mely Szent Istvan koratol egészen a torok hoditasig koveti a teleptilés
sorsat. A kozépkor évszédzadaiban jarunk, olyan dont6 idészakban, amikor a mai véros gazdag kul-
taraja gyokeret vert, s amelybdl ma is értékeket merit. Olyan korrol olvashatunk, amelyben nagy-
mértékben az egyhaz élete formélta a lakosok mindennapjait, s ez kiilonosen érvényes a piispoki
székhelyként funkcional6 Pécs torténetére.

Az 1009. évi alapitéastol kezdve a pilispokség uradalmi helyzete, a szakrélis épitészet meghata-
rozo jelleggel alakitotta a varos szerkezetét, gazdasagat, mtivel6dését. A fennmaradt targyak, ma-
alkotésok, kronikak, a Quinqueecclesiensis korabeli latin elnevezés szintén e virdgzo kapcsolat 6rok-
ségét 6rzik. Olyan kulturalis 6rokséget, amely ma is id6szert tizenetet hordoz a val6ban értékes és
szép keresésének, a kulttira embert formalé kibontakoztatasanak ttmutatasaval.

A kotet sokoldaltan mutatja be az alapitas és az épités idGszakat, a vérost iranyité plispoki
udvar és a lakossag egyre gyarapodo rétegeinek mindennapjait, a szerzetesrendek letelepedését
és a kozosség javat szolgalo sokoldalt tevékenységét, a szorgalmas iparosok munkdjat, melybdl a
teleptilésmagok lassan egy vérossa lettek. Lényegre toréen emeli ki az egyetem jelent6ségét, a mi-
vel6dés embert forméal6 alkotasait, a gazdaségi élet sajatos pécsi vondsait, a sorsdontd eseményeket
egészen az oszman jelenlétig. Mindekozben szemléletes kép rajzolédik ki a nehézségekrol, amelyek
olykor stlyos csapasként jelentkeztek, vagy az tjrakezdés reményt hozo6 folyamatarol, amelyben
megmutatkozott a szildrd hit bizonyossdga. Héla és koszonet a kotet szerzéinek, hogy szakmai
tudédsuk biztos hatterével, a feltart tények ismeretében sokrétli szempontok szerint mutatjak be a
kozépkori Pécs vildgat, a korabeli viszonyokat.

Az alapos munkaval elkészitett irdsok nem csak a tények keretét adjak meg a torténelem ezen
évszazadaihoz. A konkrét adatok segitenek abban, hogy szemtantként tekintsiink az akkori élet
jellegzetességeire, a sorsdont6 eseményekre. Arra, hogy az utcdkat, melyeken nap mint nap jarunk,
eleink lépései formaltak. Kitartasuk és szorgalmuk alakitotta a kornyezet ma is csodélatra mélto
képét, a fejl6dés iranti elkotelezettségiik toltotte meg élettel a Mecsek lankait. A torténelem és a hit
Osszetartozasanak jele ez. Tantisagtétel arra, hogy a torténelem az tidvosség ttja, a gondviselés és a
valédi remény hordozéja.

Ajanlom szeretettel ezt a konyvet minden volt és jelenlegi pécsi lakosnak, a leszdrmazottaknak s
minden kedves olvasonak, aki kozelebbrél is szeretné felkutatni a varos gazdag kozépkori 6rokségét!

APéCS torténetét bemutaté monogréfia masodik kotete a varos kozépkori histériajat tarja az
olvasé elé a piispokség alapitasatol (1009) a torok uralom kezdetéig (1543). Ez egyben jelzi,
hogy a véros torténetének sarokpontjai kiillonbdznek azoktol az id6hataroktol, amelyeket az orszag
egészére tartunk meghatarozonak. Istvan kirdly korondzéasa utan eltelt néhany év 1009-ig, amikor
az ezredfordul6s kezdetek utdn az egyhdzszervezet tovabbépiilt. 1526-ban a mohacsi csatavesztés-
sel Pécs nem lett azonnal torok varossd, bar az utolsé b6 masfél évtized ezt el6revetitette. A mono-
grafia els6 kotetében targyaltakhoz képest elhelyezkedésében, nevében és kapcsolatrendszerében
is 4j varos &ll el6ttiink, amelynek a latin Quinqueecclesiae, a német Fiinfkirchen és a magyar Pécs neve
egyarant ebben az id6szakban alakult ki.

A fenti megfontoldsok miatt tagolodik a kotet négy fejezetre, tartalmi - és nem terjedelemara-
nyos - felosztast kovetve. Sziikségesnek tartottuk, hogy kiilon fejezet sz6ljon a varos nevének kelet-
kezésérél, a névadas lehetséges és vélelmezhets szempontjairél. Onallé részben targyaljuk az 1526
és 1543 kozotti évek torténéseit is, mivel a kiilsé kortilmények ebben az idészakban lényegesen
eltérnek a korabbi szdzadok jellemz6itSl. A kotet gerincét a masodik és a harmadik fejezet alkotja.
A masodik a teleptilés egységes arculatdnak kialakulasat mutatja be a kora kozépkor évszazadai-
ban, a harmadik pedig a kés6 kozépkor prosperalé gazdasagat, fejlédé tarsadalmat és a nyomaban
kibontakoz6 kulturélis kozponttd vélast.

A monografia els6 kotetéhez hasonldan itt is olyan szakemberek jutottak széhoz, akik nemcsak
a korszak torténetének kutatoi, hanem hosszu ideje elkotelezték magukat Pécs és a dunantali régié
multjdnak feltardsa irant; s6t személyesen is kotédnek a véroshoz. Koszta Laszl6 a Szegedi Tudo-
manyegyetem Torténettudomanyi Intézetének egyetemi tandra volt, aki tragikusan fiatalon, életé-
nek 53. évében, 2015. jalius 18-an, e kotet kiadasra torténd el6készitése idején, stulyos betegség kovet-
keztében orokre eltavozott koziilink. Igy az éltala irt fejezet utolsé nagyobb szabast tudoményos
munkaja. Koszta Laszl6 kollégdja, Petrovics Istvan szintén Szegeden egyetemi docens, mindketten
Pécsrol szarmaztak el, és egyetemi éveik 6ta kutattak Pécs torténetét. Koszta elsésorban egyhaztor-
ténész volt, Petrovics pedig tobb kozépkori magyar varos torténetét dolgozta fel. Varga Szabolcs
ma is Pécsett dolgozik, a Pécsi Piispoki Hittudomanyi Féiskola docense, a Pécsi Tudomanyegyetem
egykori hallgatéja, a varos koratjkori torténetének kutatdja. Toéth Endre nem pécsi, de mint a késé
rémai Pannonia és a népvandorlaskor szakértéje, évtizedek 6ta foglalkozik Péccsel is.

Az els6 kotetben targyalt korszaktol eltéréen a kozépkor évszazadaira tobb az irott forrds, mint a
régészeti emlék, de a targyi anyag a novekvé szamu - &m még mindig igen kevés - okleveles anyag
mellett is nélkiilozhetetlen. Az elbeszél6 forrasok és a novekvs szamu oklevél nem ritkan egymasnak
ellentmond6 adatokat is tartalmaznak, a targyi és az irott anyag sszeillesztése sem mindig problé-
mamentes. Azaz szaporod¢ forrdsanyag birtokaban, a kutatds modszertani eszkoztaranak noveke-
désével sem tud a tudomany egyértelmti valaszt adni a ma emberét foglalkoztaté6 minden kérdésre.
Ilyen példaul a varos nevének eredete. Nagyra becstilt, és a varos multjanak feltdrasaban eléviilhe-
tetlen érdemeket szerzett el6deink véleményét nem igazolja a mai kutatas. Tovabbra is maradnak
- néha szaporodnak - a kérddjelek. Vannak a lokélpatriotizmus teremtette mitoszok, amelyeket a
kutatas eredményei céfoltak, ilyen példaul a kozépkori pécsi egyetem hosszantarté fennmaradasa.
Kozismertté lett hipotézisek is médosulni latszanak az Gjabb kutatasok fényében. Tudjuk példaul,
hogy a kozépkori egyetemek szdmara sehol sem emeltek kiilon épiiletet a 15. szdzad el6tt, akkorra
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pedig a pécsi egyetem elenyészett. A feltart gyonyord, 14. szdzadi épiilet az egyetemalapité Vilmos
palotéja volt. Nem tudhatjuk persze, hogy a plisptk mint az egyetem kancellarja nem adott-e helyet
alkalmanként el6adasok szamaéra, vagy tartottak-e ott egy-egy egyetemi vizsgat.

A kotet szerzéi szamos 4j eredménnyel gazdagitottdk ismereteinket varosunk maltjarol. A ko-
rabbi varostorténeti irasokat ismer6k bizonydra felfedezik majd tobb, széles korben elterjedt korab-
bi vélekedés céafolatat is. Szerkesztéként agy vélem, hogy a varos multja irdnt érdekl6d6 pécsiek,
illetve a kétet minden olvasdja szdmadra a tudomanyos eredmények mellett be kellett mutatnunk
a hipotéziseket, a tovabbra is létez6 kételyeket és a forrasok , megszolaltatdsdnak” modszereit is.
Nyilvanval6 az okleveles anyag egyenetlen volta. Az egyhaztorténeti rész teljesebb, mert helyben
keletkezett iratokra épiil. A varos polgdrai - f6leg a kereskedelemben érintettek - a kérnyez6 or-
szagokban sokfelé megfordultak (példaul Italidban, Szilézidban), sok helyen hagyhattak nyomot
maguk utan, amelyekrél sokszor véletlenszertien kertil el6 egy-egy oklevél. Nem kizart, hogy e
forrasanyag a jovében még gyarapodni fog.

A szerz6kon kiviil jelen kotet létrehozasan is sokan faradoztak. Szende Katalin, Buzéas Gergely
és Fedeles Tamas lektorok, a varostorténeti kutatasok jeles képvisel6i, szdmos észrevétellel segitet-
ték a szerz6k munkajat. Fedeles Tamds és Jankovits Laszl6 irodalomtorténész miivel6déstorténe-
ti-irodalomtorténeti kiegészits irasukkal is hozzdjarultak a véros arculatdnak pontosabb megrajzo-
lasahoz. Az 4j fotokat Fiizi Istvan fotomtvész készitette, a térképeket Nagy Béla rajzolta. A fotok
egy részét A pécsi egyhdzmegye torténete 1. kotet alapjan Udvardy Gyorgy piispok dr engedélyével
tessziik k6zzé, mas résziikhoz a Janus Pannonius Mtzeum Régészeti Osztdlya, a Magyar Nemzeti
Levéltar Orszégos Levéltara és a bécsi Wiener Stadt- und Landesarchiv hozzajarulasaval jutottunk.

A kotet formai megjelenése - a jegyzetapparatus, a bibliografia, az idegen nyelvii reziimék, a
mutat6 - a monogréfia elsé kotetének mintajat koveti. Az els6 kotettsl eltérben itt az irott forrdsok-
nak nagyobb szerep jutott, emiatt megkertilhetetlen volt az eredeti - latin nyelvi(i - forras szerint
idézni neveket, fogalmakat, mondatokat. A kozépkori latin nyelvnek mindentitt kialakultak helyi
sajatossdgai, a személy- és helyneveknek nem volt egységes irdasmddja. Ezt tiikrozi példaul Pécs
Quinqueecclesiae nevének szdmos - mai szemmel kovetkezetlen - frasképe. Két dokumentumot ko-
zoltiink teljes terjedelmében (latinul és magyarul is): a ptispokség és az egyetem alapitolevelét.
Bizonyara fel fog ttinni, hogy az oklevelek egyike-mésika tobbszor is el6kertil, hiszen sokféle in-
formaciét hordoznak: egy adasvétel példaul betekintést nytjthat a vagyoni viszonyokba, ravilagit
a gazdasag egy-egy agdra, a polgar neve informalhat a szarmazasarél, az ingatlan helye a varos
topografigjarol...

Abban a reményben adjuk &t kotettinket a Tisztelt Olvasénak, hogy altala Gjabb hasznos ismere-
tekkel gazdagodhat Pécs torténetének e meghatérozo id6szakarol.

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Summary

I. About the Origin of the Quinqueecclesiae Name of Pécs
Endre Toth

Burial edifices of the 4"-century cemetery of the Roman town, as well as the name Quingqueecclesie have had a decisive importance
for the research on the history of Pécs, as they have served as a basis of an interpretation supposing a continuous town history
since almost the Late Antiquity to the Arpadian age. Since the 18"-century, historiography has treated the following conjunction
as an established fact: namely, that the designation Quingue Basilicae appearing in the Conversio Baguariorum et Carantanorum dated
around 870, and the name of a possession called V ecclaesiae in a donation charter (Arnulfinum), which was forged for the Salzburg
archdiocese in 885, are identical with the Latin name of Pécs, Quinqueecclesie.

The assumption of identity was further confirmed by the rare Early Christian remains of the late Roman cemetery of Sopianae,
the large number of burial edifices which resulted in the assumption of the survival of a Christian population in the Migration
Period. The burial edifices, however, fail to include any positive data concerning the continuity of the population, and the use of
these edifices as homes during the Migration Period is rather the evidence of a radical change of population. The medieval town
was founded on the site of the former Roman cemetery, and the Roman name of the settlement, Sopianae disappeared.

The Hungarian medieval designation, Quinqueecclesiae, cannot be related to the name Quinque Basilicae appearing in the
Conversio Baguariorum et Carantanorum from the point of view of the settlement history as the Carolingian Empire did not extend to
the eastern part of Transdanubia. The name V ecclesiae, found in the diploma, which was given out in the name of Emperor Arnulf,
was most likely to be inserted into the text keeping in mind the Diocese of Pécs, therefore it does not prove the former settlement
name of Pécs in the Carolingian Era either. Currently, the name Quingueecclesie of Pécs cannot be explained on the basis of the Latin
name giving practices of places which existed during the Arpadian age.

I1. From the Establishment of the Bishopric (1009)
until the Middle of the 14™ Century

The medieval history of the town began with the foundation of the bishopric. King Saint Stephen began his conversion mission in
the Southern Transdanubia after 1003, and his victory over the black Hungarians about 1008 offered an opportunity to start the
establishment of a church organization in the area. The Bishopric of Pécs was founded with papal support in the summer of 1009
in the presence of the papal legate, Azo. A close relationship with the papacy is demonstrated by the fact that Apostle Saint Peter
became the patron saint of the Diocese of Pécs.

In the selection of the centre of the bishopric, early Christian monuments played a decisive role. There were several ruined
chapels in the former territory of the ancient Christian cemetery during the time the bishopric was founded. Thereby Christianity
was reorganized, and with the restoration of the ruined chapels, the minimal infrastructure needed for the centre of the bishopric
could have been developed in a relatively short period of time. The significance of the former early Christian chapels was also
expressed in the Medieval Latin name of the town “Quingueecclesiae”. Therefore, a certain degree of continuity of ruins can be
reckoned between the ancient and the medieval town. However, the “centre of gravity” of the medieval town was created not on
the site, where the residential area of the citizens of the ancient town was located, but on the territory of the former early Christian
cemetery, and thus, the former chapels were only partially used again. This is reflected in the fact that the ancient name Sopianae
was forgotten and the town was given a new name. Apparently, the use of the remains of the Roman buildings as readily available
building material is detectable until the end of the 12" century. The town gained importance as a seat of bishopric in the medieval
town network of Hungary, and this feature determined the significance of the town throughout the Middle Ages.

The town consisted of several separate cores of settlement in the 11*-13" centuries. Their exact extent can be determined by
archaeological evidence, and by taking into account the churches mentioned in 13"-14"-century written sources. During the early
times, five more or less distinct core settlements were established on the site of the today’s downtown and each of them had a rural
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character. A separate core settlement existed in the neighbourhood of the bishop’s residence centre in the southwest, from which
the cathedral district of the town emerged in the 13 century. Slightly away from the bishop’s residence in southwest direction,
there used to be another core settlement. A further part of the settlement was formed around the Jokai street and Citrom street
which was partly built above the old forum (plaza) of the Roman civil town. In the south-eastern part of the modern town centre,
a more densely populated area can be traced from the beginning of the 11% century. The fifth core settlement, the Malomszeg vicus
(“Mill district”), was established relatively far to the east, near the Tettye brook.

From the late 12" century, the fusion of the parts of the town certainly started due to the fact that the core settlements began
expanding towards the bishop’s residence. The process had been even more tangible from the beginning of the 13" century, which
was accelerated by the reconstruction of the town following the Mongol invasion. After the Mongol invasion, parallel with the
conversion of the bishopric into a fortress, the part of the town in the southeast of the cathedral was transformed. The canons of
the chapter started to give up the vita communis, and they built their own houses in close proximity of the bishop’s residence in the
east, and slowly created the chapter part of the town, predominantly inhabited by clergymen. A new parish church was built here
in honour of Saint Bartholomew, which contributed to the transformation of this part of the town. It was in front of this church
that the main square of Pécs developed in the mid-13™ century, which has been in use ever since, and it determined the direction
of the expansion of other core settlements. After this period, Pécs gradually became a town which had two centres. The bishop’s
residence enclosed by a fortress became of secondary importance in the life of the town. It retained its function as a religious centre,
but in the everyday life of the town the square in front of Saint Bartholomew’s church became more important. From the second
half of the 13" century, the urban character became increasingly dominating which was reflected not only in topography but also
in the outlook of the settlement areas. In the 13" century, stone buildings were still primarily found in the cathedral chapter district
of the town. The easternmost part of the town, the Malomszeg vicus was separated from the others even in the 13™-14" centuries,
partly due to the problem of distance and thereby it was left out of the process of concentration.

Pécs was under the jurisdiction of the Church throughout the Middle Ages. The bishop was the owner of the town. At the
turn of the 12"4-13" centuries, the sharing of the income of the diocese between the bishop and the cathedral chapter started. In
Hungary, it proved to be a usual practice that episcopal jurisdiction was also shared by the bishop and his canons in episcopal
centres. Generally, one third of the territory of an episcopal seat was obtained by the chapters. In Pécs, however, there was no such
kind of division. The bishop and the chapter owned the town jointly. The bishops of Pécs in the 13¢-14"" centuries belonged to the
richest Hungarian prelates and especially in the 14" century, they intended to demonstrate their wealth through the development
of their seat, too. Until the mid-12" century, there are no data concerning the municipal policy of the bishops. From the late 12
century on, a number of bishops are known who consciously supported the development of the town. Bishops Makar II and Kalan
might have been the prelates who called Western European settlers to the town in the second half of the 12" century. Probably, this
kind of activity of the French-born Bartholomew was also significant in the first half of the 13" century. He founded a new parish
church and supported the settling of the Dominicans and Franciscans. At the end of the 13" century, the role of Bishop Paul, who
had studied in Rome and Bologna and had a degree in law, also played an important role. Finally, the name of Laszlé Kérégyi,
who grew up in Pécs from young age and became bishop before serving as a local canon, has to be highlighted in the first half of
the 14" century. During his years in office as a prelate, German settlers arrived in the town, and the enrichment of the burgesses
was apparent while their interests were manifested in the charter of the diocese.

The cathedral chapter of Pécs in the 14" century was the largest community of canons in Hungary as it had 40 members. Canons,
owning their own mansions and having an autonomous existence from the early 13" century, enjoyed incomes similar to those who
belonged to the aristocracy. The majority of the canons belonging to the diocese came from the neighbourhood and were mostly
descendant of gentry’s families of Pécs. Though initially it was not so common, from the beginning of the 14" century, canons from
the burgher families of Pécs appeared as well. Hostilities between the bishop and the canons affected the development of the town
in the second half of the 13 century. Pécs maintained its character as an episcopal town throughout the Middle Ages.

A significant part of the town’s population was made up by clerics. Together with those living in monasteries, 10-15% of the
population belonged to the clergy in the 14" century. In the 11*-12"¢ centuries, secular inhabitants of the town included mainly
people in the service of the Church but due to the demand of a bishop’s residence, the early presence of certain craftsmen and
traders is evident. The first settlers arrived in the town in the last third of the 12" century. They were first mentioned in 1181 and
they were probably from Lotaringia. Unlike in other episcopal towns, the settlers (hospites) did not settle in a separate part of the
town, therefore no distinct vicus Latinorum was created in Pécs. The early 13" century was a period of dynamic development in the
life of the town, which was broken by the Mongol invasion early in the year of 1242. The restoration of the town and the related
topographical changes led to a fierce debate within the town. Some people belonging to the more and more self-conscious middle-
class population had a conflict with the bishop. Due to these hostilities, a certain part of the population, mostly descendants of the
old settlers (hospites), left the town and moved to the nearby settlement, Pécsvarad. Pécsvarad, situated by a Benedictine monastery
and free of episcopal jurisdiction, became the new place for the settlers where they founded a settlement called Ujpécs (“New
Pécs”). The fact that part of the population had moved out, as well as the hostilities between the bishop and the chapter, contributed
to the failure that the settlement could not benefit from the economic development experienced by other Hungarian towns in the
second half of the 13 century.

In the 1330s, a major German colonization reached the town and as a result of it a much richer urban middle class was established
than before. Landowners purchased mills, vineyards etc. not only in the close vicinity of the town but also in the neighbouring
market towns. In the first half of the 14" century, a rather strong movement into the town from various parts of the diocese
started as well. Thus, the population of the town became ethnically mixed. In addition to the descendants of the 12™-century Latin
settlers and German immigrants, the town had residents of Slavic origin as well. It is evident that in the middle of the 14" century,
members of the aristocracy from Baranya county also bought houses in the town.

Until the middle of the 14" century, 13 villages were mentioned within the administrative borders of today’s Pécs. Records of
these villages go back to the second half of the 13" century. The majority of the villages were the property either of the bishopric
or the chapter. The inhabitants of the settlements were primarily the so-called “nobles of the Church”. The presence of “the nobles
of the Church” is due to the proximity of the bishop’s see. The military force of the bishop was comprised of this privileged layer,
enjoying limited rights in comparison with real nobles; they emerged from the strata of 11*“century church servants who had to
render service on horseback. They also secured the bishop’s trips and performed estate management services. Finally, they were
involved in the defence of the bishop’s seat.
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Church servants living in the town did not have a self-government. Jurisdiction over them was exercised by the ferrestris comes
appointed by the bishop. As opposed to this, settlers moving in at the end of the 12" century had a limited self-government. Their
leaders were first called provosts, then maior hospitum, while in the second half of the 13 century, they were entitled as villicus.
From the mid-14" century, their privileges and self-government were extended, and these applied almost to the entire population
of the town. Their magistrate was called iudex civitatis.

The episcopal see character determined the management of the town and the husbandry of the surrounding area. Not much is
known about the early agricultural production but livestock farming of nomadic nature was not supported by the church because
of its connection with paganism. Therefore, arable farming was probably dominant in the area around the town as early as the 11*
century. In the field of animal husbandry, horse breeding was dominant due to horseman service and the provision of the military
of the bishopric. Viticulture rooted in Roman traditions was probably of paramount importance in the agriculture of the town
and its surrounding countryside from the early times but records of this are only available from the 13-14" centuries. A large
proportion of ecclesiastical income came from viticulture. Evidence of arable farming and grain production lies in the fact that mills
in the outskirts of the town were often mentioned from the end of the 12" century.

Since Pécs was the seat of a bishopric, it implies that the town housed various handicrafts from the beginning of the 11 century.
Written sources until the mid-14"" century mentioned only one furrier, but archaeological findings confirm the presence of artisans.
The role of mills is shown by the fact that the easternmost part of the town is named after the mills (Malomszeg/ “Mill district”).

The seat of a bishopric suggests the presence of a demanding market, and the presence of tradesmen from faraway lands as
early as the 11 century. In the second half of the 14" century, two weekly fairs are mentioned in the town which were held on
Tuesdays and Fridays. One of the two market days certainly functioned in the 11% century, and its place initially was, perhaps,
close to the bishop's residence. In the second half of the 13" century, following the structural changes in the town, the market place
moved to the evolving main square of the town in front of the Saint Bartholomew’s Church. The date and place of the formation
of the second weekly fair is uncertain. Its beginnings should be sought in the dynamic period of the town’s development, namely
during the first half of the 13" century or during the 1330s. By the mid-14" century, the town had two marketplaces. The second
marketplace is likely to be found in the eastern part of the town separated in space, in the Malomszeg vicus.

The town had a far reaching influence not only in the neighbourhood of the River Drava but also in the whole territory of
Transdanubia. As an episcopal see, it was a centre of church administration and culture as well. It is confirmed by records that
the cathedral chapter pursued notarial activity from 1217, thus the settlement was also the centre of legal and practical literacy.
The most important notary office of the country worked in Pécs, which issued more than 400 deeds until the mid-14" century.
Certainly, the town saw central functions in economic terms as well. The catchment area of the weekly fairs was rather extensive
but the centre of the estates of the bishopric was also in the town. As a result of the financial reform beginning in 1323, Pécs
became the headquarters of the Minting Chamber, thereby it saw central functions in the area of financial management as well.
The Chamber headquarters of Pécs and Szerém were administered together. Monasteries of mendicant orders established here
also confirmed the central role of the town. The Franciscan monastery became the seat of a custody but the monasteries of the
Dominicans and the Augustinian hermits also played a prominent role in the region.

As an episcopal town, Pécs, besides having a cathedral church, had a large number of churches and monasteries. From the
early 11% century to the beginning of the 13' century, the Cathedral functioned as a parish church as well. Concerning the
town’s network of parish churches, we have accurate data from the papal tithe register of 1332-1337 when the town had already
had three parish churches. The remote cores of settlement located far from the Cathedral Church operating as a dome parish,
probably had their own parishes as early as the 12" century. Therefore, the emergence of Saint Benedict’s Parish Church was
due to the early, probably 11*-century activity of the Benedictine bishops. Even in the easternmost Malomszeg vicus, perhaps
at the turn of the 12"-13" centuries, a separate parish was functioning, which is the present day All Saints Church. The third
parish, the Saint Bartholomew’s Church was founded by the French Bishop Bartholomew in the first half of the 13" century. The
new church took over the parish functions of the Cathedral Church, and partly due to its location it became the most important
church of the town. This church, together with the market place next to it, played a major role in the emergence of the town’s main
square in front of it. The reconstruction after the Mongol invasion, the structural changes of the town and the emergence of the
Bartholomew parish required the redrawing of the parish districts. To the parish network which was formed in the middle of the
13" century, a new Parish was added at the beginning of the 15" century. Founded in the late 11 century, King Saint Stephen’s
Church became the fourth parish church in the town. Saint Bartholomew’s Church had very close contacts with the cathedral
chapter: its parish priest was always the member of the cathedral chapter. The parish priest of Saint Benedict’s Church was also
appointed from the priests of the bishopric centre.

By the beginning of the 14" century, almost every above-mentioned settlement within the administrative borders of the present-
day city had a parish church. Obviously, the proximity of the bishop’s residence and the status of settlements as ecclesiastical
properties helped the development of such a dense network of churches in the town and its immediate surroundings.

Augustinian canons were the first to establish their religious houses in the outskirts of the medieval town. They settled in Urég
in the second half of the 12* century, and their monastery at Munkad dates back perhaps to the 12" century or the beginning of
the 13" century. Bishop Bartholomew established a monastery in 1225 at the Urégi Hill for the hermits living in the outskirts of the
town, and at the beginning of the 14" century, it joined the Pauline order. Some hermits left the monastery and they built another
small Pauline monastery in the village of Patacs on the Pauline estate centre (grangia).

Three mendicant orders established their monasteries in the medieval town. The earliest one was probably the Dominican
monastery, which was built in the part of the town inhabited by settlers (hospites) and traders. The monastery was one of the
earliest among the Hungarian Dominican communities. The Dominican missionary activity in Bosnia played an important role
in its establishment. The Pécs Dominican monastery was a very significant one, a high-level school was operated in it which is
attested by the collection of sermons composed here in the 13" century and entitled, “Speeches of the Pécs University”. It is likely
that besides the male monastery a nun community also existed at an early date, and by the mid-14" century, the independent
Dominican nunnery of Pécs in the Malomszeg vicus grew out of it.

The time of the Franciscans’ settlement is uncertain but their monastery was probably founded at the end of the 1230s, therefore
it is also considered to be an early establishment. This religious house became the centre of a custody in the 1260s. However, the
Franciscans’ major stone-built monastery was constructed only at the beginning of the 14" century. Dominicans settled in the
district populated by traders and settlers (hospites), while Franciscans settled in the part of town which was inhabited by artisans.
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Both orders built their monasteries in an area, where there were no separate parishes, so they could both join the pastoral care at
and early date. The dynamics of urban development at the beginning of the 13" century is demonstrated by the fact that at the end
of the 1230s, two mendicant order communities were operating in the town.

The third mendicant order monastery was established by the Augustinian hermits at the end of the 13" century. The initiator
was Bishop Paul, who had family ties with the order. The Augustinian hermits settled in the eastern part of the town, in the
southern area of the Malomszeg vicus. The significance of their religious house was felt beyond the town. The three mendicant
orders of Pécs built their monasteries at the brink of the populated part of the town. It cannot be demonstrated whether there were
any conflicts between the mendicant orders and the parish organization until the middle of the 14" century. On the contrary, there
are some data to confirm the friars’ cooperation with the cathedral chapter and the bishops.

Following the Mongol invasion, the actual seat of the bishopric was surrounded by a castle. The construction of the Bishop’s
castle of Pécs started in the mid-1250s. Then the so-called external fortification wall was built. The length of the wall system and
the size of the emerging castle also played a decisive role in the outcome that no massive defences were built next to it. The early
castle was merely a surrounding wall protecting the episcopal centre as a whole.

A further construction work on the castle, the development of the so called interior castle began in the middle of the 14™
century. The castle initially had two entrances: one towards the town at the southeast corner, while the gate at the southwest corner
offered communication with the areas outside the town. The Bishop's castle gained a stronghold character following the mid-14"-
century reconstructions.

The main building of the bishopric seat, of course, was the Cathedral. Its building started simultaneously with the establishment
of the bishopric and the cathedral was probably completed by the beginning of the 1040s with the support of King Peter. Almost
nothing is known for certain about the first cathedral. Presumably, its building made use of the old Early Christian basilica. The
first Cathedral suffered severe damage in the great fire which broke out at Easter 1064. Reconstruction lasted for a longer period of
time and it was completed by the end of the 12" century. The nature of relationship between the so-called second Cathedral and
the earlier church is unfortunately unknown. The new 12™-century Cathedral was a three-nave basilica. Both towers were built next
to the sanctuary and the western facade. The altar of the Holy Cross was erected at the point where the main nave of the church
and the choir met. It was equipped with a canopy and due to its ornate design it became a dominant internal edifice of the church.

The Holy Cross Altar had a nature of folk altar as well but its ornate design indicates that its significance went well beyond it.
According to the tradition of Hungarian chronicles, King Peter was buried in the Cathedral of Pécs. There used to be a chamber (a
burial chamber) under the altar of the Holy Cross with an entrance from the crypt which could have been the king’s tomb. Under
the cathedral sanctuary, having a length of almost half of that church, a huge five-nave crypt was built which is unprecedented
in Hungarian Romanesque architecture. By the mid-12" century, the church was structurally completed, and it was decorated
by high-quality stone carvings in the second half of that century. The stone carvings of the cathedral are significant memories of
Hungarian Romanesque art.

In the 11-12" centuries, there was a dome monastery at the north-eastern side of the cathedral, where initially the bishop
and his canons lived. After the bishop had left the dome monastery, he had his own residential tower built which was connected
directly to the earlier building. This residential tower was demolished in the early 13" century, and the bishop had a larger one
built for himself nearby. The episcopal chapel was constructed near the new residential tower. At the turn of the 12"-13" centuries,
the chapter gave up the vita communis, and the canons had separate mansions built on the eastern border of the episcopal centre,
and created the Kaptalan (“Chapter”) street. The former dome monastery lost its function for good.

At the beginning of the 13" century, the cathedral chapter built its new building at the south-eastern side of the Cathedral
viewing to the town. The new building expressed the openness of the chapter, which is also manifested in local notary activities.
First, the wing connected to the southeast cathedral tower was created, where the chapter hall was housed. By the mid-14" century,
a 2000 m? rectangular building emerged in front of the southern facade of the cathedral. The eastern part of the so called quadrum
belonged to the chapter. The western wing of the complex was the last to be erected. Abandoning the former residential tower,
bishops in the middle of the 14" century created the new Gothic bishop’s palace here. In the 11*--12" centuries, the residents of the
bishopric centre on the northern side of the cathedral lived out of the reach of the secular society. During the 13 -14*" centuries,
the houses of the bishop and the chapter were moved to the town side of the cathedral.

In the centre of the bishopric, there used to be several central chapels. The most important one among these chapels was the
collegiate chapter and Church of Saint John the Baptist mentioned firstly in 1217. A rebuilt Early Christian chapel was the Cella
Trichora (three-lobed) Chapel, which probably functioned from the beginning of the 11* century until the early 13" century. The
Saint Andrew’s Chapel stood in front of the southern facade of the cathedral, and it became part of the quadrum in the 14" century.
In the 1350s, the ornate Golden Mary’s Chapel was built at the northern side of the cathedral in place of the former Romanesque
buildings, which had lost their functions, and the chapel became the private chapel of the bishops and the burial church of several
Late Medieval bishops.

I1I. History of the City from the Middle of the 14™ Century until 1526

One of the most notable events in the history of the Late Medieval Pécs was the establishment of the university in 1367, which
was closely related to the Central European “university foundation wave”. The request for establishing a studium generale was
presented to the Holy Father by the Hungarian king, however, the idea of founding an institutional establishment, the selection
of its location and its maintenance was related to the bishop of Pécs, William of Koppenbach. Unlike the Universities of Prague,
Krakow and Vienna, the University of Pécs was not created in a centre of political power but on the site of an episcopal seat.
Undoubtedly, Pécs was the centre of the richest diocese in the mediaeval Hungary where a high-quality Collegiate School had
been operating for a considerable time by then, and where the cathedral chapter could provide appropriate “library background”
for university education.
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Only two chancellors, bishops William of Koppenbach and Valentine Alsani as well as some teachers - including the famous
Galvano di Bologna - are known from the history of the university which became defunct in the first part of the 15" century. Not
much information survived concerning the students neither. The possible location of the university education have sparked a lot
of debate. In accordance with the variable sites of university education across Europe, it would have been certainly found near the
bishop’s residence.

In 1387, the Horvéti clan ravaged the town, but they could not occupy the bishop’s castle. The exact cause of the raid and the
extent of the devastation is unknown. According to the Chronicle of Janos Thurdczy, Janos Horvati was cruelly executed following
the suppression of the rebellion on the order of Queen Mary. However, the chronicler’s report has not been supported by other
sources, therefore it is only a presumption that Janos Horvéti died in Pécs. Royal donations after the suppression of the rebellion of
the Horvati clan profoundly rearranged the estate conditions of Baranya County, and the town could recover from the devastation
only after many years. The fact that at the end of the 14" century a town wall construction started in Pécs is partly due to the raid
of 1387, but it can also be explained by the expectations of royal town policy launched by the 1405 Act.

The walls made of natural stone were relatively thin, and represented a serious obstacle to a besieging army mainly in the period
before the appearance of firearms. The almost four-km long town wall - significant contiguous sections of it are still visible in many
places - surrounded approximately a 70-hectare area. Some sections of the town wall were modernized after the appearance of
firearms. Ladislaus II and Louis II, kings of Hungary, gave the burgesses the privilege to keep a certain part of the extraordinary
tax (one gulden) for themselves, and use it for reinforcing the walls.

The uprising of the Horvati clan also revealed that the issue of Hungarian sovereignty over Bosnia played a key role in King
Sigismund’s foreign policy. This role was further accelerated by the pushing forward of the Ottoman Troops from the late-14"
century. Sigismund quickly realized after the failure at Nicopolis in 1396 that for Hungary not the attack but the defence was the
main issue. His aim was to bring Bosnia, Serbia and Wallachia under Hungarian rule, i.e. territories that could have been suitable
buffer-zone states to stop the intensified Turkish expansion. As the military road towards Bosnia and Serbia passed through
Baranya County, Sigismund - and other Hungarian rulers as well - were present here several times. Between 1405 and 1410,
Sigismund led nearly half a dozen campaigns to Bosnia.

In 1408, the Hungarian king celebrated his victory over the Bosnians by establishing the Order of the Dragon which probably
took place in Pécs. A few years later, in 1416, the high nobility of the country discussed how to free the Hungarian magnates who
had been captured earlier in Bosnia.

Among the kings of Hungary following Sigismund, Ladislaus V, Matthias Corvinus, Ladislaus II and Louis II spent longer
periods of time in Pécs. Matthias Corvinus visited the town twice. In 1465, as the guest of Janus Pannonius, he spent two weeks
in Pécs, while in 1476, he held the national diet here. The illegitimate son of Matthias, John Corvin, who enjoyed the support of
Sigismund Ernuszt, Bishop of Pécs in the struggle for the throne, withdrew to Pécs after his defeat at Csontmez6 (Field of Bones).
It is possible that the troops of Ladislaus II besieged and occupied Pécs at that time. The castle was also inspected by the military
leader of Ladislaus II, Paul Kinizsi, who made arrangements for its fortification.

A degree of modernization and reconstruction was implemented during the office years of two prelates, Sigismund Ernuszt
and George Szatmari. This was the time when the southern gate tower of the castle was built, and the southeast as well as the
southwest corner towers were erected. The southwest corner tower (Barbican) can still be seen nowadays. King Ladislaus II stayed
in Pécs in March 1495 in connection with the campaign against Duke Lérinc Ujlaki. The king received the Turkish envoy here
whose mediation resulted in a truce with the Sultan for three years. Louis Il was in Pécs in 1521, and his visit was related to the
planned campaign to recapture Néndorfehérvér (today Belgrade).

Between 1361 and 1526, the town had altogether ten bishops. The majority of these prelates studied at foreign universities,
and some of them obtained the doctorate as well. In the 14" century, Valentine Alsani and William of Koppenbach, while in the
15" century, Janus Pannonius and Moéré Philip Csulai were notable as diplomats. Each prelates played an important role in the
country’s internal political life and its government. Many of them had worked in the Royal Chancery before they were appointed
to take the episcopal chair of Pécs. Janus Pannonius and Sigismund Ernuszt filled the office of treasurer as well. Nevertheless, some
saw tragic fate. Janus Pannonius, known as the creator of Hungarian secular humanist Latin poetry, together with his uncle, John
Vitéz, archbishop of Esztergom, rebelled against King Matthias in 1471. Janus was forced to leave Pécs but while fleeing from the
country, he got ill and died soon.

His successor, Sigismund Ernuszt was luckier, although he was charged with embezzlement and was arrested in 1495. He was
kept in custody in the castle of Sikl6s but was released soon for a considerable ransom. He was also allowed to retain his office as
bishop after this but, he was deprived of his position at the treasury.

During the Mediaeval Period, a cathedral and also a collegiate chapter operated in Pécs. Among these two institutions, the
cathedral chapter was more significant. Its members, the canons, had multiple tasks: they assisted in the governance of the diocese,
were involved in teaching and participated in the liturgical acts around the cathedral, while they also pursued considerable notary
activities. They took their share in the defence of the region and the country as well. According to the provisions of the Article 20
of the 1498 Act, Pécs was obliged to provide altogether 200 riders. There were quite a high number of canons, who held national
offices, and consequently they were involved in the management of the affairs of the kingdom: provosts George Hando, Orban
Nagylucsei and Nicolaus Herendi, for example, worked as treasurers.

Bishops, canons and especially high provosts played a significant role in boosting the cultural and artistic life of the town. Bishop
Janus Pannonius and Provost George Hand6 established a library in Pécs using the books which had been previously bought in
Italy. Bishop George Szatmari, who had a humanist circle organized around him, devoted large sums to the reconstruction of the
bishop’s palace.

Narrative works - including Hungaria written by Nicolaus Olah - and diplomas clearly indicate that the surroundings of Pécs
boasted rich fertile lands. One of those areas, where the burgesses of Pécs purchased considerable amount of arable lands, was
the Patacs-Urog region which was situated westwards from the town. In addition to the farmlands and vineyards situated in this
region, meadows and hayfields are mentioned in the charters as well. The other major area, where arable lands were found, was
situated southwards from the town. It is likely that the grain production at the outskirts of Pécs did not serve market objectives but
rather provided the supply for the town. Besides the vineyards of the Patacs-Urog region, wine production was important in the
area of Malom and in other parts which are known today as Pécsszabolcs and Meszes. The wine, which was produced here, was
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prepared for local consumption, while the high-quality wine (certainly coming from the southeast areas of Tolna, primarily from
the Szekszédrd wine region) was prepared for the long-distance trade through the burgesses of Pécs.

The handicrafts of Pécs were advanced in the late Middle Ages. According to Christian and Ottoman written sources, as well
as on the bases of archaeological findings, the existence of 23 occupations or professions can be proven from the pre-Mohacs
period. This number includes 18 industries (miller, roll-baker, tailor, furrier, clipper, tanner, bone-carver, potter, faience maker,
glass producer, stone mason, carpenter, painter, blacksmith, goldsmith, blade smith, knife and needle maker) and five occupations
(salesman, merchant, carter, barber and student).

The above-mentoned professions indicate that from the years prior to Mohdcs, most of the surviving data concern tailors
(ten), goldsmiths (nine) and stone masons (seven). Therefore, among the most important branches of local industry, we have to
mention the textile and garment industry, the metal production, the manufacture of arms and the construction industry. The
significance of the above-mentioned branches of industry is also proved by the fact that in the history of the mediaeval Pécs
the only known data suggesting the existence of guilds are related to goldsmiths. The prominent role of the goldsmiths making
devotional objects is inevitable in an episcopal town. Concerning their guilds, it is important to note that in 1489, an altar was
consecrated in Saint Bartholomew’s Church in honour of the Transfiguration of the Lord, and even a permission was obtained
from the Pope to rank it as a place of pilgrimage. This altar possessed estates and its patron rights were exercised by the guild
master of the goldsmiths.

By the 15" century, Pécs became an important regional distribution centre of domestic trade in Hungary. The surroundings
of the town belonged to the most densely populated areas in the country, which further increased the importance of Pécs. In his
work, published in 1488, Petrus Ransanus called Pécs a nationally renowned town of commerce. Despite of the fact that Pécs was
relatively far from the main trade routes, it was an easily accessible and popular destination through the late medieval network
of roads. In the fairs held in Pécs, locally manufactured handicraft products, agricultural goods produced around the town and
goods delivered by means of long-distance trade were sold. Sources report about lively trade but surprisingly few pieces of
information was preserved concerning the fairs of Pécs, which can be identified by the days of the fairs, date back to 1374, 1384
and 1417.

However, these documents are not charters allowing to hold fairs but diplomas mentioning the Pécs forums of trade only
in the context of the so called proclamations at three fairs (proclamatio trineforensis). Sources refer to a weekly fair. The charter of
1374 mentions Tuesday, while the diplomas from the years of 1384 and 1417 mention that the exchange of goods took place on
Fridays. It is quite probable that both fairs were held at the same place, namely on the market square situated southwards from
the Bartholomew’s Church. We do not have any information concerning an annual (or a national) fair. In our opinion, this can be
explained by the large-scale destruction of the sources, since minor places, which were far less significant than Pécs, also held fairs
in the late Middle Ages.

Transportation and sales of goods were managed by professional traders but artisans were also able to sell their products
in their own workshops. In the Mediaeval Hungary, besides municipal sources (i.e. codes), the designations of tradesmen
by profession were listed in Article 7 of the 1521 Act. This includes merchants (mercatores), peddlers (institores), apothecaries
(apothecarii), croppers (pannicidae), shopkeepers (Boltharii) and usurers (foeneratores) whose residence is defined by the act as “free
and other stone-walled towns”. Although Pécs was not a free royal town but was under episcopal jurisdiction, it was surrounded
by a stone wall, therefore “businessmen” living here, belonged to the group specified by the law. The different names indicated
different types of traders.

The term mercator and its Hungarian equivalent, boltos (i.e. “shopkeeper”), referred to a wholesaler. They focused on the sales
of expensive textiles, while the retail trade of cloth was the privilege of croppers (i.e. cloth cutters). Peddlers - primarily in Buda -
sold spices and cheap products at their stalls. Apothecaries - who are often called pharmacists - sold not only medicines but also
spices. Apart from the usurers, everyone dealing with any forms of trading appeared in the source material about Pécs, and nine
traders and four merchants are even known by their names.

In addition to this, a number of Pécs burgesses are known who are not identified by the sources as belonging to any of the
trader-types, nevertheless, it can be proved about them that they made a considerable fortune through the exchange of goods.
They include Ruger and his son-in-law, Gotschalk de Vienna, Gerhart Jung, Gothschalch des Chollner and John Tolhamar whose
activities highlight the fact that there was a strong correlation between economic ties and family relations. The above-mentioned
persons moved from Vienna to Pécs, and - having been exploited the benefits of their civic rights in both settlements - were mainly
engaged in the import of high-quality garment from Cologne. The activities of Simon de Talentis, Talentus de Talentis and also that
of Henry of Bastogne inform us about the existence of trade relations between Italy and Hungary through Florence and Venice.
The Talentis brothers - among other things - dealt with fabrics, especially expensive fabrics brought to Hungary from Florence.
Details connected to the commercial activities of Henry of Bastogne are not known. We know, however, that together with his
brother, he deposited a large sum in Venice, and the branch manager, Alessandro Martelli sent precious Italian fabrics and several
luxury goods for Henry to Hungary as an offset of the interest for the above-mentioned bank deposit. The business relationship
of Valentine Olasz, John Zalai and Thomas Hosszt, burgesses of Pécs, with Martin Szabo, burgess of Zdenc also points in the
direction of Venice. Pécs played a prominent role in the Hungarian cattle exports to Venice. The Pécs factors of the wholesalers
from Italy, especially from Venice, survived even after the occupation of the town by the Ottomans. Specific data related to Pécs
concerning the cattle trade between the Great Hungarian Plain and especially Venice largely survived during the years after 1526
but indirect evidence suggests that intense traffic had been conducted on the trade route to Venice through Szeged, Pécs and
Kanizsa in the earlier period as well.

In the Hungarian export, mainly agricultural products (beef, wine), as well as raw materials (i.e. animal skin, copper) prevailed,
while spices and manufactured goods arrived in the country from the west. Beef export was a highly lucrative business, in which
not only the burgesses but also Sigismund Ernuszt, prelate of Pécs became involved. A data from 1493 suggests that Ernuszt was
engaged in copper export as well. The Pécs burgesses exporting copper to Breslau were at that time debtors of Ruprecht Haller
of Buda, but they were from the town which belonged to the jurisdiction of the prelate, and it cannot be excluded that the above-
mentioned people - or others - occasionally exported copper to Silesia from the mines of the Ernuszt family in the Highlands.

Wealthy merchants and traders of Pécs dealt with loans and mortgage transactions as well in which both clerics and lay people
were involved. Despite the flourishing trade and handicraft, Pécs had to reckon with competitors in Southern Transdanubia,
namely the merchants from Buda, Pest and Szeged.
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Burgesses of Pécs, referred to in the Medieval Latin sources as Cives et hospites Quinqueecclesienses (“Pécs burgesses and guests”),
or by one tag of this collective designation, were legally the bishop’s serfs. Despite the dependence on the prelate or landlord,
burgesses enjoyed relative autonomy. Although, we do not know the exact scope of their privileges, it is quite certain that the
burgesses elected their leaders (town magistrates) themselves, and enjoyed some privileges in taxation, toll payment and litigation
as well. The burgesses and their superior (maior) are first mentioned in a charter written in 1181 that called them hospites and
gave their names as well. From the period between 1181 and 1526, approximately one hundred citizens are known by name,
including two dozen Germans. Based on the names of these citizens and other data, it can be established that firstly “Latin” hospites
(Walloons, French, and Italian immigrants) arrived to Pécs, who were visible and played an important role in the development of
the town, but later, in the middle of the 14" century, a major German immigration can be observed. German inhabitants exceeded
the Latins in numbers to the turn of the 14"-15" centuries, and in a relatively short period of time, they became dominant. It is also
clearly visible that besides Hungarians, Germans were the most populous and economically most important layer of urban society.
Germans were able to keep this economic dominance in Pécs throughout the centuries of the Middle Ages. German burgesses,
who settled down here, were mainly dealing with trade, most of them came from Vienna and they even kept their rights that they
enjoyed as Viennese burgesses.

Concerning the towns of Hungary, they had family and economic connections primarily with the German burgesses of Buda
and Pressburg (today Bratislava). It is also well-known about them that they lived separately, in the “German street” (in Vico
Teutonicali), and the Carmelite monastery is also related to them. In 1352 and perhaps in 1445 or in 1526 (but in 1528 surely!), the
elected town judge was one among the local Germans. The burgher community included some Croatians as well, who lived in the
Croatian street (in Vico Horvathutza). It is remarkable that there is no data available concerning the streets of the Latins/ Italians, or
there were, but did not survive, albeit around the middle of the 15" century and even later, a great number of wealthy burgesses of
Walloon or Italian origin lived in Pécs. The best example for this is Henry of Bastogne, a very wealthy man of Walloon origin, the
only burgess of Pécs whose last will and testament, which dates back to 1459, has been preserved.

According to the surviving data, “Latins” and Croatians, unlike Germans, have not been detectable in the medieval town
council.

Apart from the town leaders (prepositus, major hospitum, villicus) appearing in the 12" century, 11 German and Hungarian
judges (iudex) and three jurors are known by their names from the period before Mohéacs, while we have no evidence of mayors
(magister civium, Biirgermeister). Since in Pécs - opposed to several other Hungarian towns - no serious ethnic violence erupted
between the Hungarian and German burgesses, judicial offices were filled in by Hungarians and Germans incidentally and not
alternately each year. Two judges (Michael Safar and Paul Székely) held the leadership of Pécs at least two times, and it cannot be
excluded that they controlled the life of the town for several years without interruption. It is even known about Paul Székely that
he was a nobleman, while the majority of other judges belonged to the merchants or artisans.

Among the deeds signed in the Pécs town council only ten have been preserved. These can be exactly identified on the basis of
their dates: seven of them were written in Latin, while three of them were published in German. Among these deeds, four can be
found in the Country Archive of the Hungarian National Archive, five in the City and Provincial Archive of Vienna, while one is
the property of the Medici Archive in Florence.

Although Pécs was under the jurisdiction of the local bishop, considering the economic weight and appearance of the town
(town wall, multi-storey stone buildings, partly paved streets), it belonged to the major towns of the Kingdom of Hungary in the
Late Mediaeval Period.

IV. City of the Bishop or the Advanced Military Station of the Ottoman Empire?
Szabolcs Varga

The final chapter of the monograph presents the history of the period between the Battle of Mohacs and the fall of Pécs. Despite
its briefness, this short period was an exciting era in the history of the town. From being a safe hinterland, the town became a
border settlement and two Hungarian kings did everything to obtain it, while later, Christian fortifications in the southern part of
Transdanubia were managed from here.

The chapter includes three major parts. The first one describes the situation of Pécs after the Battle of Mohacs. The siege of 1526
set back the town; traces of destruction were lingering on for one or two decades in some parts of the town. The bishops ruling
Pécs, Stephen Sulyok, Stephen Brodarics and John Eszéky, spent short periods of times here, and there is hardly any evidence of
their sponsoring activity or their construction projects. Though the members of the Pécs chapter held on, they could not generate
enough purchasing power to sustain artisans producing luxury goods even with the added demand of wealthy burghers and
urban noblemen. Improvement was indicated by the fact that fewer young students from Pécs were enrolled at the University of
Vienna. Nevertheless, Pécs seems to have remained the most important town in the region, maintaining lively communications
with the Habsburgs and King Zapolya’s government as well.

The second section examines the significance of the Ottomans’ presence to Pécs. From this perspective, the 1529 campaign
was crucial, since this was the year when a castle was built in Osijek, from which the troops lead by Pasha Khasim were able to
oversee Slavonia and the southern regions of Transdanubia as well. From this period, Pécs was under constant threat, although
the Ottomans border troops were considered to be allies of King Zapolya, and as such, they regularly appeared in the town. The
loyalty of the town was very important for King John Zapolya as he was able to stay in contact with his Slavonian supporters only
through the town. Therefore, he was trying to protect the population living here and grant privileges to the town. Local burghers
took advantages of the trade with the Balkan and Italy, therefore, their relationship with Buda and Pest became very tight. The
parish priest of Pest was also the assistant Bishop of Pécs, while the tradesmen of Pécs gained important positions in the capital.
Due to its special geopolitical situation, Pécs was able to preserve its economic significance or perhaps even increase it. It was clear
to both parties that the possession of the southern parts of Transdanubia depended on the town, thus Zapolya did his best to keep
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it, while the Ottoman were satisfied with a loose control. For Ferdinand of Habsburg, the town remained beyond reach. This state
of affairs started to alter completely with the death of King John Zapolya in 1540.

The last part of the chapter deals with the history of Pécs between 1540-1543. The settlement with its very poor natural
endowments was not able to withstand a major siege, nevertheless it functioned as a border fortress during these three years.
In 1540, Queen Isabella confirmed her supremacy over the town by appointing Simon Athinai. In 1541, Sultan Suleiman the
Magnificent decided to occupy Pécs, but the town refused to surrender and decided to switch sides and join Ferdinand. After
1541, the defence of Pécs was directed by Bishop Stanislaus Varaljai who received military and financial aid from both Slavonia
and Styria. Due to these factors, the military forces of Pécs were finally able to withstand the local Turkish attacks in some places
at the beginning of 1543.

Pécs, however, was helpless against the large military campaign launched by the Sultan that year. Therefore, defenders of Pécs,
having heard the news of Suleiman’s approach, fled from the town, and the civilian population voluntarily surrendered to the
Sultan. As Khasim, who was well known to the burghers of Pécs, became the new superior of the town, the change of regime was
not a serious shock. Pécs, without any destruction, became one of the sanjak centres of the Ottoman Empire.
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
